THE DELTA GAMMA SOCIETY INTERNATIONAL

ALPHA OMICRON STATE NORTH DAKOTA

PI CHAPTER RULES

I. NAME

The name of this organization shall be Pi Chapter of ALPHA OMICRON STATE NORTH DAKOTA of the DELTA KAPPA GAMMA SOCIETY INTERNATIONAL.

II.   
PURPOSE

The purpose of Pi Chapter shall be the seven purposes of the Delta Kappa Gamma Society International as found in the CONSTITUTION, Article II.

II. MEMBERSHIP 

The membership of Pi Chapter shall be composed of active, reserve and honorary member. All membership is in accordance with the CONSTITUTION, Article III.

1. The secretary shall maintain a complete record of all Pi Chapter membership that has been terminated.  The record shall include the reason and date of termination.  The chapter shall file letters of resignation.

2. Reinstatement into membership shall be according to state by-laws.

III. FINANCES

The financial matters are in accordance with the CONSTITUTION and the State By-laws.

1. Pi Chapter dues shall be set at the September meeting each year and be paid by each of the members to the treasurer by October 31.

a. A change in chapter dues may be recommended by the executive board, subject to the approval of a majority vote of the active members present at a regular meeting.

b. When the treasury can not meet the current financial demands, the executive board may recommend a special assessment of the active members, subject to the approval of a majority vote of the active members present at a regular meeting.

2. A budget will be established yearly by the finance committee.

3. Audit provisions shall be made by the finance committee yearly and submitted to the Pi Chapter membership for adoption at the September meeting.
4. The treasurer shall collect all dues and fees. 

5. The president, president elect and any Pi Chapter member holding a state office (if not reimbursed by the state) shall be reimbursed a floating amount for attending state conventions and workshops, if monies are available
IV. ORGANIZATION 

All members must live or teach in LaMoure, Dickey, Ransom or Sargent County.

V. OFFICERS AND RELATED PERSONNEL

Pi Chapter shall govern the conduct of its business in a manner consistent with the CONSTITUTION and Alpha Omicron State North Dakota By-laws.

1. Elected offers shall be president, vice president, second vice president (if one is elected), recording secretary, and corresponding secretary. The treasurer will be selected by the executive board and have a vote. The president shall appoint a parliamentarian.

2. New officers shall take office in May following the election.

3. Election of officers shall be in even numbered years for a term of two years.

4. The slate of officers will be presented at the March meeting.

5. Committee members are selected in even years for a two year term by the executive board.

VII 
EXECUTIVE BOARD

The Pi Chapter Executive Board shall function in accordance with the CONSTITUTION, ARTICLE VII, and Alpha Omicron State North Dakota By-laws.

1. The executive board is made up of the president, vice president, second vice president (if one is elected), recording secretary, corresponding secretary and the treasurer.

2. The executive board will meet in the months of September and May.  Other meetings will be called if necessary.

3. A quorum shall consist of three (3) members.

VIII
COMMITTEES

Pi Chapter committees shall be pattered after international structure and those peculiar to the state.  The committees are responsible for the work in the areas of chapter business.

1. Society Business

a. The Finance Committee of Pi Chapter will prepare the chapter budget, review, modify, and present the budget for approval by the chapter membership; supervise expenditures; and provide an annual financial audit.

b. The Leadership Development Committee of Pi Chapter will plan and conduct leadership programs for the meetings. Provide Committee members with leadership in assuming resp9nsibility for committee work.

c. The Membership Committee of Pi Chapter will encourage members to seek suitable prospective members and accept recommendations for new member on “Recommendations for Membership” forms. The committee will also present names and qualification of those recommended to the chapter at a meeting in advance of the date set for voting, and refer to chapter vote the names of those qualified for membership.

d. The Nominations Committee of Pi Chapter will present to the chapter, in even numbered years, nominations for elected offices.

e. The Rules Committee of Pi Chapter will revise and present revisions in keeping current with state and international by-laws.

f. The State Liaison-US Forum Committee of Pi Chapter will keep members informed of educational issues before the state and national governments.

2. Program of Work

a. The Program Committee of Pi Chapter is responsible for planning, coordinating, supervising, and assessing program plans and presentations to meet local needs and interests while following the state and international theme from the Program Manual. The committee will prepare and distribute to chapter members an annual chapter yearbook, encourage maximum member participation in programs, and plan for the observation of Founders Day and the chapter’s anniversary.

b. The Personal Growth and Services Committee of Pi Chapter will improve the quality of living through enriching the personal lives of members by encouraging individual growth, community service, and leadership development.

c. The Professional Affairs Committee of Pi Chapter will develop and recommend guidelines for the purpose of improving education and the status of women educators.

d. The Research Committee of Pi Chapter will provide research for chapter, state, and international programs, projects and activities.

e. The Music Committee of Pi Chapter will provide for use of music as an integral part of programming and use music to enhance appreciation of the Society’s members and give dignity and beauty to the program.

3. Educational Services

a. The Communications Committee of Pi Chapter will endeavor to obtain local media coverage of newsworthy chapter and individual accomplishments and respond to correspondence from the state Communications Committee.

b. The NoDak News Committee of Pi Chapter will submit to NoDak News articles, newsworthy projects, activities and events concerning chapter members.

c. The World Fellowship Committee of Pi Chapter will support and promote the work of the International World Fellowship Committee through Chapter Programs and events.

d. The Scholarship Committee of Pi Chapter will inform members of State and International scholarships and awards available to members and encourage applications.

e. The Historical Committee of Pi Chapter will compile the chapter history in a scrapbook.

4. Other

a. The Grant-in-aid Committee of Pi Chapter shall be responsible for publicizing, accepting applications

and presenting to the Pi Chapter membership for a vote, the names of local applicants who are pursuing a career in education.
IX
MEETINGS

The business of Pi Chapter shall be conducted at meetings.

1. A quorum shall consist of 2/3 of active membership.

2.  The Program Committee will schedule from four (4) to eight (8) meetings annually. An effort should be made to have at least two (2) programs based on the International Program Theme.

3. Members are to notify the host committee four  (4) days in advance of absence at meeting.  Failure to do so will result in member being required to reimburse for the meal. Reimbursement will be:

a. Cost of meal if prepared 

b. $6.00 if ordering off menu 

c. $5.00 for Soup and Salad

4. Prospective members may be invited as guests at anytime.

5. Nominations of candidates for membership shall take place at any meeting. Candidates are guests at the meeting following nomination.

X
SPECIAL FUNDS

Pi Chapter recognizes the importance of contributions to the International, State and Chapter Funds

1. A yearly contribution of an amount set by the state will be made in June to the State HBN Scholarship Fund 

2. A yearly contribution of a designated (floating) amount may be donated to other international and state funds.

3. An annual grant of a designated (floating) amount shall be given to a local applicant pursuing a career in education.  This grant-in-aid shall be awarded at the May meeting to the recipient receiving the majority of votes of the Pi Chapter membership.
XI
AMENDMENTS 

This is the process through which Pi Chapter Rules can be changed.

1. A proposed change in a standing rule must be presented to the membership at the meeting preceding its possible acceptance.

2. Approval of an amendment will require a 2/3 majority of members present.

XII
DISSOLUTION

The rules for dissolution shall be in accordance with Alpha Omicron State North Dakota and International.

XIII
PARLIMENTARY AUTHORITY

The rules for parliamentary procedure shall be in accordance with Alpha Omicron State and International as in the latest edition of Robert’s Rules of Order and shall govern Pi Chapter in all cases in which they are not consistent with the by-laws of this chapter.

XIV 
RITUALS, CEREMONIES, TRADITIONS

1. Pi Chapter shall conduct a birthday celebration at the April meeting.

2. Initiation of new members can be at any time during the year, but preferably at the April meeting.

3. Installation of newly elected officers will be at the May meeting.

4. Should an active member of Pi Chapter die, they will be remembered with a white rose from each of her Pi sisters.  If the member is no longer active a single white rose and a card from Pi Chapter will be presented to the family.
